Invitation:	
On Pentecost, the gift of God’s Spirit was given freely to all who longed to receive it. On this day of Pentecost, we welcome all those who long to follow in the Way of Jesus to share in this sacrament of Communion.

Affirmation of Faith  (excerpts from a Song of Faith)  
M: We sing of God the Spirit,
who from the beginning has swept over the face of creation,
animating all energy and matter
and moving in the human heart.
P: We sing of God the Spirit,	
faithful and untameable,
who is creatively and redemptively active in the world.
M: The Spirit challenges us to celebrate the holy
not only in what is familiar,
but also in that which seems foreign.
P: We sing of the Spirit,
who speaks our prayers of deepest longing
and enfolds our concerns and confessions,
transforming us and the world.

The Call to Give Thanks
M: 	God is with us.

The Eucharistic Prayer

All earth and sea and sky above bear witness to your grace.
Hosanna in the highest heav’n, creation signs your praise.
And blessed is the One who comes and bears your name always!

As we gather at this table, we remember that
On the night before he died, 
Jesus took bread, and after giving thanks to you, 
he broke it, and gave it to those who sat with him, saying: 
“Take, eat. 
This is my body, given for you. 
Whenever you eat, do this in remembrance of me.” 
In the same way he took the cup, saying: 
“Take this cup and drink. 
This cup is God’s promise, shared in my life.
Whenever you drink it, remember me.”
Loving God, we rejoice in the gift of your grace, remembering Christ’s life, death, and rising to new life.  Grant that in praise and thanksgiving, we may so offer ourselves to you that our lives may proclaim the mystery of faith.

If you require or prefer gluten free, please help yourself to bread from the small plate on the communion table before receiving a cup from the juice server. The juice in the cup is unfermented. If you would prefer to stay seated in your pew, that is fine too or you may come forward and cross your arms to receive a blessing instead of communion. If you would like communion brought to you in your seat, please wave to the servers when they check for that at the conclusion of the communion serving.

All: We give thanks that the bread broken brings wholeness, the juice poured out replenishes and that in this meal, shared in the presence of the Risen Christ and each other, the gift of God’s Holy Spirit blows new life into the corners of our lives. Amen.
